Dennis P. Lahey leaves legacy
in Wappingers Falls

Serving the community in the fire serv-
ice for the Lahey family began in
Wappingers Falls. Dennis P. Lahey was
an active member of the S.W. Johnson
Engine Company #2 in Wappingers Falls.
That was in 1910. He was also served as
a constable for Wappingers Falls.

Sons follow in father’s footsteps

Dennis P. Lahey’s sons, Hank Lahey
and Joe Lahey, continued the family’s
giving back to the community when they
became firefighters. Joe Lahey was el ect-
ed to the Lewis Tompkins Hose Co. #1
and the City of Beacon Fire Department
(BFD) as an active member in March of
1940. He was elected to Fire Police, 2nd
Lieutenant, 1st Lieutenant and Captain.
He was a Company Trustee for 20 years.
He served 59 years, 1940 to 1999, to the
company and BFD.

Hank Lahey was a 63-year member of
the S.W. Johnson Engine Company #2.

Firefighting tradition

Dennis “Denny” J. Lahey, Hank’s son,
served 51 years as an active firefighter,
from May 1960 to June 2011.

“A fire company is organized for the
protection of life and property of the
community it serves,” said Denny.

Downstate
Correctional
Facility
closed

Downstate Correctional Facility,
a maximum-security facility in
Fishkill, is closed.

The New York State Department
of Corrections and Community
Supervision (DOCCS) said in a
statement last week, “Therefore
on March 10, 2022, the
close of business, the following
facilities will officially close:
Ogdensburg Correctional Facility,
Moriah  Shock  Incarceration
Correctional Facility, Willard Drug
Treatment Campus, Southport
Correctional Facility, Downstate
Correctional Facility and Rochester
Correctional Facility.”

In the DOCCS statement, it was
noted, “The Fiscal Year 2021-22
New York State budget that was
voted on and approved by the
Legislature  authorized the
Governor to close state prisons as
the incarcerated population contin-
ues to decline and as a fiscaly
prudent and safe way to save
taxpayer dollars.”

Dutchess County Executive
Marc Molinaro said in a statement
to Southern Dutchess News, “We
lament the unnecessary closure of
the Downstate Correctional Facility
—amove that will fracture the lives
of hundreds of Dutchess County
residents who have dutifully
worked at the site for years, as well
as their families — despite my
repeated requests for Gov. Kathy
Hochul to reconsider, pleas echoed
by state and local leaders.”

A union representative for this
area did not respond to request for
comment by deadline.

According to DOCCS, as of
March 9, the total incarcerated pop-
ulation in state correctiona facili-
ties was 30,602. This represents
both a total reduction in excess of
13,600 individuals since January 1,
2020, and the lowest total incarcer-
ated population in New York State
prisons since 1983. Thisis nearly a
58% declinein population since the
Department’s high of 72,773 in
1999, with New York leading the
nation with the lowest imprison-
ment rate of any large state.

“The State’s attempt at compas-
sion for inmates has instead scat-
tered these incarcerated individuals
throughout the state, at facilities
much farther away from their loved
ones, and has left us with a desert-
ed, blighted eyesore in southern
Dutchess County,” said Molinaro.

“New York State continues to be
at the forefront of some of the

lieutenant, captain, fire warden (LTH),
fire warden (LTH), chief of the BFD, 2nd
assistant chief, 1st assistant chief, chief of
the department and trustee of the LTH.
Denny said he was appointed the first res-
cue captain of the BFD and first safety
officer of the BFD. Denny has served on
numerous committees, including the
committee to revise the current Rules and
Regulations to bring them up to date from
2001 to the present. He also serves as the
Tompkins Hose Co. company historian.
Going on calls with dad

Denny’s son, Dennis P. Lahey, is a
current active member of the BFD.

“Dennis and | went to the firehouse all
the time,” said Denny recalling when his
son was growing up in Beacon.

“1 went to alot of fires with him, even
before | was old enough to join,” said

Dennis recently.

In January of 1975, Dennis was elected
in to the Lewis Tompkins Hose Co. 1 and
the BFD as an active member. Since that
time, he has held the positions of: 2nd
lieutenant, 1st lieutenant (twice), captain
(twice), 2nd assistant chief, 1st assistant
chief, chief. Heisin his47th year of serv-
ice to the city of Beacon.

With almost five decades serving as a
firefighter, Dennis remarked, “A lot of
people are not going to do this for free
anymore. There are not monetary rewards
but the reward is helping people — which
isjust as good as monetary.”

In 2017, Dennis was awarded for his
first responders service by the Beacon
Elks, just as his father was in 2009.

First female firefighter in
the family servesthe city

Kari Lahey, daughter of Dennis and
granddaughter of Denny, singed up to
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serve in the BFD when she was 16 in
2003. Kari was the first female junior
firefighter in the Lewis Tompkins Hose in
the BFD.

“I"'m proud of her,” Dennis said of his
daughter. “I'm at most of the cals sheis
at. Of course, you're always concerned
that nothing goes wrong.”

Denny said being a firefighter is what
his granddaughter loves.

Kari was elected asthe first female mem-
ber of the Tompkins Hose Co. when shewas
18 years old as a senior firefighter. She has
been elected to: 2nd lieutenant, 1t lieu-
tenant. She went on the exempt rolls in
2010. In 2020, Kari was appointed by the
Beacon City Council as the first career
female firefighter in the city.

Dennis said anyone who is new to the
city, or someone who has lived in Beacon
for along time, should look into how the
fire company operates.

DOCCS carefully reviewed the operations
at its50 correctiond fecilitiesfor posshbleclo-
sure. “This review was based on a variety of
factors, including physical infrastructure, pro-
gram offerings, facility security level, specid-
ized medicd and menta hedth services,
proximity of other facilitiesintheareato min-
Imize the impact to daff, potentid re-use
options and areas of the state where prior clo-
sures have occurred in order to minimize the
impact to communities. Consderation of the
impact of the recently enacted HALT and
Less Is More legidation was adso weighed,”
according to DOCCS.

DOCCS dated it is working closdly with
the various bargaining units to provide dtaff
with opportunities for priority placement via
voluntary transfers, as well as priority
employment at other facilities or other date
agencies as a result of the formd Civil
Service process that is followed with the clo-
sure of a correctiond facility. This processis
done gradualy. DOCCS does not anticipate
any layoffs due to these closures.

DOCCS will also work cooperatively with
the Office of Generd Services and Empire
Sate Development to facilitate the re-use of
the closed facilities. Upon closure, DOCCS
will begin the decommission processin order
to protect the State assets for potential re-use,
gtated DOCCS.

Molinaro noted, “With the Ste now cast
away by New York State, Dutchess County
would advocate for its highest and best use,
but defers to the Town of Fishkill and itsres-
idents to determine how they’ d like to seethe
pr repurposed. As the County has suc-
cessfully done with the repurposing of other
large, abandoned or underutilize parcds, our
team stands ready to provide support and
guidance to the town and the sate in any
andysis, investor etraction and subseguent
permitting processto ensure the best outcome
for our community.”

Since early February 2020, the Town of
Wappinger government has been address-
ing relentlessly the many challenges that
have disrupted our businesses, education,
and persona lives.

Throughout the Pandemic, we were
among the first communities to establish
and maintain acomprehensive and friend-
ly set of protocols to protect our employ-
ees and residents until vaccinations and
test kits would become readily available.
Even then, we proactively distributed test
kits, PPE, and information to residents
in need.

A few of the many other significant
actions that we undertook include that
we:

a. Created aternate means of electron-
ic/written communications, including, at
the Pandemic’s worst, mail and document
drop-off boxes outside of Town Hall;

b. Kept open the Recycle Center to
receive kitchen garbage initially;

Monitored employee health (some of
whom contacted Covid), and placed calls
to our Senior Center members at least
weekly;

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0. Passed the earliest legislation allow-
ing outdoor dining;

h. Reopened summer camp/other recre-
ation programs earlier than most other

Early bond payoff to deliver
$1.55 million in taxpayer savings

Dutchess County Executive Marcus
Molinaro has announced the county is again
planning to do an early payoff of calable
bonds to take advantage of more than $1.5
million in savings, pending approva of the
Dutchess County Legislature. The
Department of Finance plans to pay off
$8,595,000 in debt principal on bonds origi-
naly issued in 2014, with payments sched-
uled through 2034. The early payoff will
provide for $1,552,142 in interest savings.
The early retirement of debt is part of
Dutchess County’s smart, fiscally sound
debt management strategy to savetax dollars
and deliver those dollars back to residents.

Debt service is utilized to finance capital
expenditures such as road and bridge proj-
ects, equipment acquisition, building con-
struction and renovations, and other author-
ized activities. The County’s operating budg-
et includes annual payment of principa and
interest through “ debt service.” Asthe coun-
ty issues new debt, older debt isretired, help-
ing to keep the county’s annua operating
expenditures stable. Dutchess County
remains fiscally conservative with its use of
debt — utilizing only 8.8% of the County’s
total congtitutiona debt limit. According to a
2020 New York State Comptroller Report,
Dutchess County’s debt per capitais 50 per-
cent lower than the statewide average.

Standard & Poor’s (S& P) Reting Services
recently reaffirmed Dutchess County
Government’'s AA+ bond rating — the high-
et S&P rating of any county in New York
State — for the county’s most recent debt
issuance, which totaled $70.2 million. This
issuance finances numerous critica projects
and investments approved by the County
Legidature including highway and bridge
improvements, Partnership for Manageable
Growth, HVAC projects, Urban Trall proj-
ect, the Dutchess County Justice &
Trangition Center and more. Although inter-
est rates have been rising over the past few
months, rates are ill at historicaly low lev-
elsand the county was ableto issue this debt
at favorable rates ranging from 2.64 percent
to 3.00 percent.

The county’s bond rating was an important
component in securing the low interest rates
for the new bonds. S& P has consigtently rec-
ognized Dutchess County’s strong manage-
ment, strong economy and strong budgetary
practices and performances as key factorsin
Its continued assignment of an AA+ bond rat-
ing. In its most recent rating, S& P highlight-
ed the county’s very strong generd fund
reserves and low overdl net debt, noting
“manageable additional capital needs.”

As noted in the S& P report, the county’s
2020 Year End Audited Financial Statements

demondtrate the county’s strong fisca foun-
dation, including an unassigned fund bal-
ance of just over $60 million, an increase of
more than $3 million from 2019. The coun-
ty’s Fund Baance Policy states the goa of
maintaining an undesignated/genera fund
balance of 1-2 months of general fund oper-
ating expenditures in the general fund bal-
ance as ameans of maintaining financia sta-
hility, which would range from $38 to $76
million. With the unassigned fund baance
well within this target range, the County has
been taking proactive steps to pay down or
avoid indebtedness as well as provide prop-
erty tax relief.

The 2022 County Budget included a his-
toric $20 million in cumulative tax relief,
including the eighth consecutive property
tax reduction aswell asthe elimination of the
sdes tax on clothing and footwear items
costing lessthan $110 per item. Additionaly,
over the past severd months, the county has
been paying off existing debt when alow-
able (or cdlable) and funding capital pur-
chases utilizing fund baance rather than
issuing additional debt.

Recent examples include:

- Annual vehicle purchase for 2021 total-
ing $1.4 million was paid utilizing fund bal-
ance rather than a capitd bond as has been
past practice, saving $50K in interest costs.

- $1.25 million in various Dutchess
Community College capital projects includ-
ing plumbing and repairs paid utilizing fund
balance rather than a capital bond, resulting
in $388K interest savings.

- Early payoff of $4.9 millionin remaining
principal from bonds issued in 2012-2013,
resulting in $470K interest savings and $4.9
million in overdl debt reduction including
$1 million debt service reduction for 2022.

- Recently approved Emergency
Response vehicle purchases totaing $2.1
million to be funded from fund balance
rather than capital bond financing, saving
$476K ininterest costs.

- Recently approved countywide Radio
Communication System Project to be fund-
ed utilizing fund balance (as well as
American Rescue Plan and New York State
SICG grant funding) rather than capital bond
financing, saving $907K in interest costs.

- Bus facility improvements and building
roof projects paid utilizing fund balance
rather than a capital bond — saving $636K in
interest costs.

The resolution authorizing the early pay-
off was reviewed at the County Legidature's
Budget, Finance and Personne Committee
on March 10. The full County Legidature
was expected to vote to authorize the payoff
at its March 14 board meeting.

“Sometimes we have to remind people
we're veterans, t0o,” Victoria shared with
me. Shetold meabout an experience she had
at the VA Hogspital after her discharge from
the Navy. “The medica staff at the VA were
asking me who | was with, or if | was there
with my husband at the hospital,” she said,
shaking her head. “And | had to tell them, |
am the veteran. I'm not here with anyone.
I’m the veteran who is here for hedlth care.”

Asaproud graduate of West Point, which
did not allow women to participate until
1976, Alyssa also knows the obstacles
sometimes facing our women in uniform,
both during and after their service.

“As veterans, al we want isto be treated
equaly,” she said. “At MHA Dutchess

meet awoman vet for thefirst time, we want
them to know we understand their struggles,
because we' ve had the same struggles tran-
dtioning into civilian life, too.”

And
yet, when we think of a veteran, often we
il picture an older, white male with per-
haps a scratchy beard or an anchor tattoo on
hisarm. But dmost 1 out of 8 combet veter-
ans returning from the Iraq and Afghanistan
conflicts were women, and furthermore, 1
out of 4 of those veterans were people of
color. Yes, the face of our brave veterans is
changing, and we should ensure al our vet-
erans are honored and recognized in the
same way. They deserve nothing less!

We dl know sometimes our women veter-
ans may not get the recognition they deserve
for their service, even more so than their mae
counterparts. So this month, let's take a
moment or two to thank the women vets in
our lives, as part of Women's History Month.

National Drug & Alcohol Facts Week set March 21-27

Ahead of Nationa Drug & Alcohaol
Facts Week, March 21-27, the Council on
Addiction Prevention & Education
(CAPE) is offering Dutchess County par-
ents and guardians and their children ages
12 to 19 access to Teen Intervene, a pro-
gram dedicated to helping teenagersin the
early stages of acohol and drug misuse.
The free program is part of a state-
wide initiative through New York’s
Office of Addiction Services and Supports
(OASAS).

According to Mental Health America,
4% of adolescents, nationally, reported
having a substance use disorder in the last
year, 1.64% noted that they are abusing
alcohol and 3.16% admitted to using ille-
ga substances. Specifically, New York
reports 3.87%, or 52,000, of adolescents

are currently struggling with a substance
use disorder. Through Teen Intervene, an
evidence-based program, teens and their
parents are provided education, support
and motivation through a series of two to
four sessions that are designed to help
reduce, and eventually eliminate, the use
of acohol and/or other drugs and other
risky behaviors.

“We know how important it is to meet
teens where they are and recognize that
many may not see their use as an emerg-
ing problem or be aware that they need to
change their behavior,” said CAPE's
Agency Director, Crissy Groenewegen.
“That's exactly what this program was
designed for — welcoming any teenager
who has experienced mild to moderate
problems with substance use into a calm,

confidential educationa environment.”
Parents and guardians will also have the
option to attend a session with their teen
to further their own education and learn
how they can better support their loved
one. In fact, CAPE has expanded the
reach of this free program even more by
offering both in-person — at a host of
locations across Dutchess County, from
public and private schools and residential
treatment facilities to community centers
— and virtual sessions in both English

and Spanish.

TheArlington School Didtrict buswas north-
bound on South Cross Road and failed to
stop at the stop sign while attempting to enter
State Route 55. The patrol vehicle and bus
collided, causing the bus to then srike a
utility pole.

The investigation determined that the bus
aid, Robin P Alvarez, age 59, of East
Fishkill, was not wearing a seet belt.

This investigation remains ongoing.

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Sheriff’s Office investigating
increasing phone scams

The Dutchess County Sheriff’s Office
would like to take this opportunity to warn
the residents of Dutchess County and sur-
rounding aress about scams that once again
seemto beon therise.

Scams are ways in which criminals will
attempt to get money from people by con-
tacting them and making up elaborate sto-
ries. In some cases the perpetrators have
tried, sometimes successfully, to use the vic-
tim’s emotions about a loved one in trouble
to get money. It's common for the perpetra-
tors of these scams to try to get money by
telling people that one of their relatives has
been serioudy hurt or isin jail, and that they
need money right away. In many cases they
will pose as a law enforcement officia or
another relative to try and convince the vic-
tim that it's legitimate.

The latest scam involves the perpetrators
posing as representatives of law enforcement.
The iff's Office received two cals about
this scam on March 9, and in both cases the
perpetrators identified themsdves as “Sgt.
Jason Mark” and left voicemails indructing
thevictimsto call them back right away about
an urgent matter. In both casesthe call recipi-
ents recognized it as a scam and contect the
Sheriff’s Office immediately.

The Sheriff’s Office would like to offer
the following tips to help people avoid
these scams:

* Legitimate law enforcement would not
attempt to satisfy awarrant or make promis-
esto avoid prosecution by soliciting money.

e If you receive an email about an order
you didn’t place or asking you to send
money cal the company using a legitimate
number. DO NOT follow the ingructionsin
the email, click on any links in the email, or
cal the number provided in the email.

« If someone asks you to purchase mer-
chandise, transfer money, provide bank
information, or enter a code given to you by
them use caution asit is likely a scam.

« Do not meet up with someone that you
don't know; if you'reasked todo thisitissure-
ly ascam, and it isvery dangerous aswell.

« If you're contacted by someone you
don't know asking for money, for any rea
son, that's a signd that it's most likely a

scam.

* If someone calls you and tells you that a
relative has been hurt or isin jail, confirm it
first before sending any money. Call other
ratives or a legitimate lawv enforcement
agency for confirmation before any money is
sent. If they're posing as a relative, try and
contact that relative for confirmation.

» Sending money oversess is epecialy
risky; use extreme caution.

* Ask the person for their call back num-
ber and ask to speak to their supervisor to
confirmtheinfo; if it’'sascam they will most
likely hang up at this point and the number
they give you will be bogus.

* It the person is telling you that a loved
oneisin the hospitd or jall, find out which
one and contect the indtitution yoursdlf to
confirm.

e If a loved one has recently passed
away be wary; in some cases perpetrators
have even preyed on victims by searching
through the obituaries and calling surviv-
ing loved ones. If you get calls from peo-
ple you don’t know soon after someone
Ba&ees away, be careful and confirm it

efore you send any money.

* In some cases someone will cal and tell
the victim that they’ ve won money, but to
“process the clam” they need to first send
money. Bewarethisismost definitely ascam
and don't send any money — you should
never have to pay money to claim a prize. If
it seemstoo good to betrue, it most likely is.

« If there’'sany doubt about a phone cdl or
emall received, contact the Sheriff’s Office
before sending any money.

e Scams tend to increase during the
holiday season, be especidly adert for them
during those times.

Itisvery important to not send any money
to anyone that you don’t know until you've
confirmed the Stuation through an inde-
pendent source and feel comfortable with it.
If it'sascam oncethe money issent it'svery
difficult, and most timesimpossible, to get it
back. If anyone thinks they may have been
the victim of a scam they are encouraged to
contact the Sheriff’s Office at 845-486-3800
or via the tipline at 845-605-CLUE or
desotips@gmail.com.

Donna Kosack's family and her own
hedlth history have made her a strong advo-
cate for educating people about heart dis-
ease.

“How many people don't know they have
heart disease, or don't know the signs and
symptoms?’ Kosack, Systems Adoption
Manager at Laerdal Medical, asked. “I'm
chairing the 2022 Heart Chadlenge to help
raise awareness.”

The 2022 Dutchess-Ulster Heart Walk is
part of the Heart Chdlenge, and is st for
Saturday, April 30, at The Wakway Over the
Hudson State Historic Park. To ensure safe-
ty for dl participants, the Walk will let peo-
ple begin walking any time they like
between 9 and 11 am.

Kosack aways knew she needed to be
diligent about her heart hedth. When she
wasin her 20s, her uncle, thenin his40s, had
hisfirst heart attack. Her father and grandfa-
ther had also had heart disease. But after her
mother was diagnosed with cancer for the
second time, Kosack was stting on her
couch and felt pressure in her chest. At the
physical she had scheduled for the next day,
doctors detected a heart murmur and sent her
to acardiologist.

Kosack was surprised to learn she had a
bicuspid aortic valve — a congenital heart
defect which means that her heart valve has
two flaps instead of the customary three —
which has created an aortic aneurysm.

Kosack immediately had her two daugh-

ters and son checked to make sure thisisn't
something they inherited. They don’t haveit.

“I’'m monitored closely for the aortic
aneurysm,” Kosack said. “If it gets too big,
doctors will operate on it, and replace my
velve a the sametime.”

Kosack credits American Heart
Association events with making her more
aware of heart disease. Laerdd isalongtime
sponsor of the Dutchess-Ulster Heart Walk
and Kosack has volunteered and participated
in AHA events in the 14 years she has
worked a Laerdd. She was aso a member
of the BetterU program in the Hudson
Valley, a 12-week heart-health improvement
program for women that is celebrated at the
Go Red for Women Luncheon.

“I find takeaways at Heart Association
eventseach year,” shesaid, “and | try to edu-
cate mysdlf and others about heart issues
wherever | can.”

Kosack has also followed the Heart
Association’s hedlth advice.

“We dl have a heart, and we need to pro-
tect it,” Kosack said. “I avoid eating any-
thing that could build up calcium in my
arteries, abstain from smoking, practice
good dental hygiene and drink lots of water.
Exercise is dso so important, yet chdleng-
ing. | do am for 8,000 to 10,000 steps aday,
and have set a goa this year to hike
77 miles to Manhattan starting at the
Dutchess Rail Trail.

“My message to the community is, look

out for your hedth and take care of each
other. We dl need to get back outside and
what better way than the Heart Walk? By

being part of this event, you are joining in
heart health and continuing to improve the
lives of the people you love.

“As a community, let's dso be there to
help the continued efforts of the AHA by
investing. By investing time and money we
continue the misson of the AHA, which is
hel ping many people lead better and health-
ier lives. The Heart Association provides
educational information, teaches CPR and
of course, investsin research.”

“It's great to be having an in-person event
again, and Donnaisaterrific leader for this,”
sad Sunny Intwaa, M.D., cardiologist at
Nuvance Hedth and president of the
Dutchess-Ulster Board of Directors for the
American Heart Association. “Her perspec-
tive as a survivor reminds us that it can be
surprising who suffers from heart disease.

Dr. Cherciu was born in Romania and
came to the United States in 1995. She
received her Ph.D. in English from
Indiana University of Pennsylvania in
2000 with a dissertation on women and
laughter, titled “Ludicrous ‘Scribbling
Women’: The Politics of Laughter and
Nineteenth-Century American Women
Writers.” She is a Professor of English at
SUNY/Dutchess Community College,
where she has been working for twenty
years. She enjoys working with her stu-
dents and in spring she usually conducts a
Service Learning Project at Morse

Elementary School.

“These are difficult times, when people
around the world understand how important
it is to work together, support one another,
and use writing in order to communicate,
show compassion, and help in the process of
healing.” Dr. Cherciu said, “The crisis in
Ukraine has demonstrated to us how words
can be used to show solidarity and work
towards making peace. Poetry, story-telling,
and all the arts can contribute to changing the
world, making us more empathetic and kind,
S0 we can reach out to our neighbors and
help them out. We should all work together
to ensure that all schools have access to
resources in order to teach Visual Arts,
Music, Poetry, and use creativity in the
spirit of Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion.”

Dr. Cherciu writes both in English and
Romanian and is the author of five books
of poetry: Train Ride to Bucharest (Sheep
Meadow Press, 2017), which received the
Eugene Paul Nassar Poetry Prize, Edible
Flowers (Main Street Rag, 2016), Lalele
din Paradis / Tulips in Paradise (Editura
Eikon, 2017), Altoiul Rasului / Grafted
Laughter (Editura Brumar, 2010), and
Lepadarea de Limba / The Abandonment
of Language (Editura Vinea, 2009). Dr.
Cherciu’s poetry was nominated three
times for a Pushcart Prize, twice for Best
of the Net, and her work has appeared in
numerous publications.

With it
falling on a Thursday this year, we're
given the perfect excuse to carry it
through two weekends, one before and
one aft, so put on the kettle for some tea
aswe learn some Saint Patrick’s Day facts
you may not know. Now let’s crack on.

They say everyone is Irish on Saint
Patrick’s Day, and it’s true that people the
world over celebrate it, but did you know
that this adage pertains to the saint him-
self? Born in the 5th century to Roman
parents in either Wales or Scotland, his
name was originaly Maewyn Succat. He
was kidnapped and made a slave in
Ireland. He escaped and returned home
where he had a life-changing vision to
return to Ireland to spread the message of
Christianity.

Which brings us, believe it or not, to the
shamrock, Irdland’s unofficial national plant
and national symbol. The three-leaved green
plant is thought to be white clover and it's
said that Saint Petrick used the shamrock to
visudly explain the concept of the Holy
Trinity to nonbelievers he wished to convert.

Did you know?

Fun facts about Saint Patrick and the traditions
surrounding his feast day, March 17.

This is in part what's meant by “the
wearin’ o' the green.” Every Saint
Patrick’s Day, a member of the British
royal family presents Irish Guards with
shamrocks for their headgear, a tradition
started by Queen Victoria in 1900 to
acknowledge and support Irish volunteer
soldiers who had helped the British mili-
tary in the Boer War. Prior to that the
British forbade the Irish from wearing
green because it symbolized to them their
national pride and independence.
Knowing this, the United Irishmen made
green their official color, already an open
symbol of Irish identity, as they planned
to rebel against the British who had even
gone so far as to hang anyone for the
Wearing of the Green. Wow.

But on a lighter note, another theory is
that wearing green makes you invisible to
leprechauns. Not so sure about that one,
but interestingly, the official color of Saint
Patrick himself wasn’t green at all; it was
light sky blue. Because of the lIrish
Independence movement in the 18th cen-
tury — and the saint’s shamrocks — green
became the color representing the
Catholics of Ireland and, on awider scale,
the Emerald Isle herself.

But what about the snakes, you may
ask? It's a widely-held belief that Saint
Patrick drove the snakes from Ireland,
hence the fact there are none to be found
there to this day. Science has another the-
ory. Fossil records show no evidence that

snakes ever lived there, which makes
sense. It's an island too cold for reptiles
and too protected by the surrounding sea
to alow any to find their way, let alone
land, there. Most likely the snakes in this
case are metaphorical.

The obvious religious connections to
the holiday may have you curious how it
evolved into such a grand occasion to
drink. March 17 didn’t become a national
holiday until 1903 and pubs at time were
not allowed to open, both because it wasa
day meant to honor a revered saint and
because it fell during Lent, a time when
fasting and sacrifice were required by the
Catholic church. Pubs in Ireland were
allowed to open in 1973, but that's not to
say people went without for all that time.
For many it was a considered a welcome
break from fasting when they could enjoy
alcohol, sweets and meat. America’s tra-
ditions were not nearly as strict and clear-
ly still aren’t for most. Today millions of
pints of Guinness are consumed and it's
the biggest day for bars in America

Because it's dso a day of national
pride, parades are another huge part of the
celebration. The first parade held in
Ireland wasn't until 1903 in Waterford;
the first in Dublin was 1931. New York
City’s Saint Patrick’s Day Paradeis one of
the largest and oldest in the world and the
largest in America, with over 150,000 par-
ticipants, 2 million attending and over 5
hours long. It has taken place since the
1762 and still consists of only marchers
(and bagpipers): no floats, cars or other
vehicles. The only time it did not go on?
2020 and 2021, due to the pandemic.

And with al that drinking and march-
ing, you're sure to need to get some food
in you. Perhaps some corned beef? But

why isit called that when there’s no corn
at al? The large kernel-like grains of salt
used to prepare it were called corns.
Corned beef became more popular among
the Irish when they immigrated to
Americawhere beef was much more plen-
tiful than it had been back home. Though
plentiful, though, many immigrants were
not rollin’ in the green and so cheaper, less
tender cuts of beef were used, like brisket,
which they made tender by soaking for a
long time in brine with spices to break
down the connective tissue and add fla-
vor. Then it would be slow cooked until
fork tender, served with cabbage, carrots
and potatoes and a classic was born.

In researching Saint Petrick’s Day | dis-
covered alot | didn't know and enjoyed the
journey. And, yes, | will be celebrating with
parades and corned beef, whiskey and the
black stuff. But I'll be doing so with people
| love, some who are Irish and some, like
myself, who only arefor one day ayesar, and
| thank my lucky stars that this festive holi-
day gives each and every one of us a chance
to share the rich treasure that is Ireland.

A sticker on the box says “dig, drop,
done.” Somebody is trying to convince you
that planting flowers from bulbs is eas?/.

They're right. Hundreds of beautiful vari-
eties of flowers and even some vegetables
can be started by digging and dropping the
bulbs, corms, tubers or rhizomes directl
into the garden. In a few days, the frost will
be out of the ground and the soil should be
dry enough to get started.

We’re not talking about tulips, hyacinths
or daffodils, the traditional Dutch bulbs that
have to be planted in the fall to bloom the
following spring. (You already planted them,
right?) Here are some of the ones that can be
set out now:

e Lilies — Asiatic lilies, with their big
upward-facing blossoms, are hardy perenni-
als in the Hudson Valley, as are Easter lilies
(L. longiflorum), the fragrant “Stargazer”
and tiger lilies. All require at least partial sun
and well drained soil.

« Daylilies — Not really lilies, they are in
the genus Hemerocallis (a Latin word mean-
ing “deer food”). So hardy they are almost
impossible to kill. The tawny orange day
lilies lining the roadways in June are
escapees from long-ago colonial era gar-
dens. Amateur breeders have created thou-
sands of varieties, in a rainbow of colors.
There’s even one called “Becky Adams,” not
actually named after my daughter, but one
was gifted to her by members of the Hudson
Valley Iris and Daylily Society.

e Iris — The old-fashioned German or
Bearded Iris was a garden staple a hundred
years ago, and the original rhizomes (thick
roots) are still blooming in late May if they
weren’t disturbed. The Blue Flag Iris is a
pretty native wetland flower, but its cousin
the Yellow Iris (1. pseudacorus) is a prohibit-
ed invasive species.

« Dahlias — Warm weather dahlias grow
from tubers (thick underground stems, not
true bulbs). Plant after the soil has warmed in
May. Passionate gardeners have created
thousands of dahlia varieties, some with
blossoms as big as dinner plates. The tubers
will not survive our Hudson Valley winters,
so dig them up in October and store them in
a cool, dry place, maybe packed in dry Ipeat
moss. Bear Creek Farm in Stanfordville is
world-renowned for their dahlia flowers,
t1u8bers and workshops. They open on March

« Begonias — Another warm weather tuber
that needs to be stored over the winter.
Unlike most bulb plants, begonias flower all

summer, and will tolerate shade. To get a
jump on the growing season, you might want
to start the tuber indoors in a pot, since it
needs very warm weather to thrive in the
garden.

« Canna — For a lush, tropical garden, you
can’t beat Cannas. They grow fast, up to
seven feet tall, depending on the species, and
flower for a few weeks in summer on suc-
cessive blossoms. The rhizomes will not sur-
vive our winters. Dig them up and store in a
cool, dry place until you replant them the fol-
lowing May. Add fertilizer, as the top heavy
foliage sucks a lot of nutrients from the soil.

« Crocosmia — A stunning addition to any
garden. The fiery “Lucifer” is winter-hardy
in the Hudson Valley. Plant the corms ﬁthey
look like bulbs) in May. Leave the foliage
intact after blooms fade so the plant can pro-
duce a new corm for next year.

* Elephant Ears — Colocasia, or taro, is a
nutritious food in tropical parts of the world.
I wouldn’t call it delicious. The taro | ate
(with my fingers) in Zambia was bland and
a bit slimy. Grown for its foliage, Elephant
Ears is a gigantic, Instagram-worthy tangle
of shiny green leaves. The tuber, which can
be the size of a coconut, is planted in sun or
shade and must be lifted in the fall for winter
storage.

e \egetables from bulbs, corms or
rhizomes or tubers — Potatoes, Jerusalem
artichokes, asparagus, garlic, onions, and
rhubarb, even Giant Brazilian Rhubarb, to
name a few.

* Gladiolas — I can %ive Luigi Coppola a
run for his money with a humorous family
anecdote: A couple of days after I met my
life partner Sue, | was down in the corn field
— we rented land on Overlook Road — with
my Dad and a few other workers. We were
picking sweet corn on a Sunday morning. In
between the rows of corn, gladiolas were
blooming. We usually picked a few dozen
“glads” every day and tossed them on top of
the bushels of corn to bring back to the farm
stand to sell for a dollar per stem, which was
pretty good money in 1974.

Anyway, | had told Sue to drive down into
the field around noontime. The plan was to
introduce her to my dad and then ask for the
afternoon off so we could go to the German
Alps Festival at Hunter Mountain. Sue came
speeding down the roadway in her green
Volkswagen beetle, trailing a cloud of dust.

Me: “Dad, I’d like you to meet a friend of
mine, Sue Gotthardt.”
