E. Fishkill goal moves forward
with Stellantis construction

Construction continues on a new facili-
ty off Route 52 in East Fishkill, where the
former IBM West Campus was, near
John Jay High School in East Fishkill.
Thefacility, near Amazon on Patriot Way,
will house Stellantis.

“This was the goal. This was the Town
of East Fishkill’s comprehensive plan’s
goal. We made it clear from the very
beginning we wanted large corporations
to come here” said East Fishkill
Supervisor Nicholas D’ Alessandro.

According to the company’s website,
“Stellantis is a constellation of 14 iconic
automotive brands and two mobility arms
that are about more than transportation:
they’re about moving people and
making connections.” The statement
about the company continues, “We are
leading the charge in electrification and
software development, with cutting-edge
technologies at the heart of our products

and services.”

“With a community of more than 160
nationalities, industrial operations in
more than 30 countries and customers in
more than 130 markets, we are among the
most diverse companies in the world and
able to unite people and ideas across bor-
ders and cultures. Our passionate, talent-
ed, and diverse teams support our iconic
brands in providing freedom of mobility
tailored to every need,” it states on the
company’s website.

“They understand that we have a very
diverse group of workers in this region,”
said D’'Alessandro. The supervisor aso
noted the Interstate 84 corridor is aso
important to attract businesses to the town.

There are a minimum of 100 jobs that
will come to the facility, sad
D’Alessandro. UAW workers, Ford,
General Motors and Stellantis, voted
to ratify their new contracts, locking in

Every great idea has a significant start. And it
always helps to have a strong collaborating partner.

That's what is happening with the Firefighting
Museum of Dutchess County.

It's been along road since four volunteer firefight-
ers hatched the idea over breakfast in 2008. However,
organizing leaders Kyle Pottenburg and Dewitt
Sagendorph can now point to an iconic building as
their “significant start.” It will be the newest addition
to the Century Museum Village at this year's
Dutchess County Fair, set Aug. 20-25.

The Firefighter’s Museum is designed to resemble a
historic firehouse - circa 1900 - where both permanent
and rotating exhibits will be kept within the firehouse.
The museum showcases the rich history of firefight-
ing, featuring displays and collections of incredible

artifacts, tools, mementos, vehicles and firefighting
apparatus from throughout Dutchess County.

It's an ideal fit in the Village that includes the main
Antique Museum Building with a variety of displays,
plus the Working Blacksmith Shop & Gas Powered
Engine Show, Bentley One-Room Schoolhouse,
Pleasant Valley Historic Train Station, Judging
Pavilion from Washington Hollow and the Working
Sugar House and Cider Mill.

Sagendorph and Andy Imperati, President/CEO of
the Dutchess County Agricultural Society, were
beaming with excitement last week as they toured the
“almost complete” building that will welcome many
historic firefighting apparatus from the “turn of
the century.”

“This is our beginning. We’re thrilled to
share and celebrate the history of where
and how fire service started in
Dutchess County,” said Sagendorph. “But
we are firefighters, so true to our mission,
we also want to provide a unique fire
safety experience.”

Imperati commented, “Conversations
between the Firefighting Museum of
Dutchess County and the Agricultural

Society began quite a few years ago,
about a permanent, year-round firefight-
er’s museum at the Fairgrounds. The pur-
pose of this building is to showcase
antique firefighting equipment, raise
awareness about who they are and what
they do. Ultimately, we could not provide
the space they were looking for to
accommodate a year-round use facility.
Together, we came up with a plan to build
a seasonal museum that seamlessly inte-
grates with our existing Antique

Museum Village that is visited by
thousands annually.”

The building itself is designed to depict
a rural farm structure, complete with a
tower that would have been used to hang
and dry hoses after they were washed by
hand. Sagendorph described leather fire
helmets, buckets and even an antique
alarm system that will be on display along
with more recognizable items, such as
hand-drawn hose carts, horse-drawn hand
pumpers and ladder wagons.

Local history buffs will be able to find
old photos, banners and video displays
from fire department parades and social

events, which were held at fire houses
around 1900. Many of the items to be on
display are courtesy of the Dutchess
County Historical Society.

Sagendorph also thanked the Board of
Directors of the Dutchess County
Agricultural Society, which operates the
Fair. “We want to thank them for the con-
fidence they have shown in us to meet our
goals in this endeavor and for their guid-
ance,” he said. “We’ve been working with
them since 2015 and we look forward to
continuing the relationship that provides
what we see as an important and interest-
ing venue for Fair patrons.”

Beephan remarked that “the roads we
travel hold significant meaning and
renaming them to honor these local
heroes profoundly impacts the legacy our
community leaves behind.” Beephan
offered thanks to Gov. Kathy Hochul
and Rolison for their partnership in the
legislation.

Rolison  said, “My colleague
Assemblyman Beephan and | were com-
mitted to delivering this legislation for the

residents of Fishkill and all those in the
Hudson Valley who continue to honor the
compelling pathways of our shared
history as guideposts to a more perfect
union. Chief Nimham and Corporal
Brinckerhoff were veterans, patriotic
Americans, and local heroes. These signs
will serve as lasting public tributes to
their sacrifice on behalf of a grateful state
and nation.”

Town officials noted that Route 52,
from the Beacon to East Fishkill, has
been named Chief Daniel Nimham

Memorial Highway. During the American
Revolution, Nimham and his son were
killed in action fighting while fighting
the British.

In 1950, Brinckerhoff, a resident of
Fishkill, was deployed to Korea. He was
killed in the Battle of Pusan. He enlisted
in the Marine Corps two years prior to his
being killed in action.

“Corporal Brinckerhoff’s bravery and
sacrifice exemplify the highest ideals of
service and sacrifice,” said Albra.
Brinckerhoff was posthumously awarded
the Purple Heart, it was noted.

It was announced that Route 82, at the
Chief Nimham statue, to the Wappinger
Town line, has been dedicated the
Corporal Derick Franklin Brinckerhoff
Memorial Highway.

According to town information,
Brinckerhoff was Fishkill’s only casualty
during the KoreanWar. His family “was a
pre-nation family from Fishkill has had
many members of their family serve our
nation starting with Colonel Dirck
Brinkerhoff in the Revolution War.”

Route 9 from the Putnam County line to
the Town Wappinger, has been named the
Sergeant Elijah  Briggs Memorial
Highway, according to town officials.

Briggs was a Civil War Medal of Honor
recipient. He earned the honor for the
1864 Battle of Cold Harbor. Briggs’ rest-
ing place is the Fishkill Rural Cemetery,
off Route 9, in Fishkill. He was born in
1843 in Salisbury, CT. He died in Beacon
on March 10, 1922.

Recognizing these heroes, said
Beephan is vital “as their sacrifices are the
cornerstone of our freedom today. May
these road dedications symbolize all those
who made the ultimate sacrifice in serving
our nation.”

The veterans’ “memories will continue
to inspire and remind us of the courage
and commitment of those who have
served our nation,” said the supervisor.

County roads, which were dedicated in
2020 by Albra and then-County Executive
Marc Molinaro were in honor of:

- Lieutenant Robert Bruce, who was
with the U.S. Army, was killed in a fire-
fight during Vietnam War. A sign on Red
Schoolhouse Road was placed in honor of
him. He is buried in Fishkill Cemetery.

- Corporal Michael Garlo, a U.S. Marine,
who was killed by a grenade during the
Vietnam War. Osbourne Hill Road has a
sign on the road in his honor. He is buried in
Arlington National Cemetery.

- Corporal Richard Smith, a U.S.
Marine who was killed when his tank hit
a land mine during the Vietnam War.
There is a sign on Baxtertown Road in his
honor. He is buried next to his father who
served as a Marine during WWII at
Fishkill Rural Cemetery. His brother
attended the 2020 ceremony.

It was noted that for \eterans Day
2024, at the Town’s War Veterans
Memorial Park at the Town Hall campus,
there will be a Spanish-American War
monument dedicated to Sidney Scofield,
who was killed in action during that War.

record gains at the Big Three automakers
late in 2023, according to the UAW web-
site. Across the three companies, it was
stated, 64% of voting members
voted in favor of the agreements.

Some of the jobs will be $40-$50 an
hour, said D’Alessandro. “Of course, we
want the highest paying jobs,” remarked
the supervisor.

Town officials, he said, feel the site is
“perfect for industrial development,”
which it was previously used as by IBM.

Frank Matyok, with Stellantis media,
told Southern Dutchess News via email in

June, “Please stay tuned for more details
coming later this year.”

The property with corporations on it
will be bringing in more money for the
town now that it is no longer sitting
vacant, said D’Alessandro. There is no
need for a new school and the Wappingers
Central School District will not be affect-
ed due to there will be no residential
houses at the location and “no children
living” on the site, he remarked.

The facility is expected to open quarter
four of this year or the first quarter of
2025, said the supervisor.

“We’re excited for this [facility] to
open,” D’Alessandro stated.

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Sheriff’s Office: New Jersey men
charged in connection with scam

The Dutchess County Sheriff’s Office
reports the arrests of Vivek B.
Shingarakhia, 24, and Kishan Gajera, 31,
both of Jersey City NJ, in connection with
the investigation into a phone scam that
was reported to the Sheriff’s Office on
June 19.

On the above date the complainants
reported to Sheriff’s Deputies that they sus-
pected they had been targeted in a scam. The
complainants reported that they had been
contacted via phone on June 18 by someone
posing as law enforcement from the
Treasury Department, who informed them
that they would be arrested on drug traffick-
ing charges unless they paid $27,000.
Through further investigation by the
Sheriff’s Office’s Road Patrol, Detective
Bureau, and Special Operations Bureau Mr.
Shingarakhia and Mr. Gajera were identified
and taken into custody on June 19 in connec-
tion with the call and alleged scheme.

At this time both defendants have been
charged with attempted grand larceny
third degree (felony) and conspiracy 5th
degree (misd). After being processed both
were released on appearance tickets
returnable to the Town of LaGrange Court
on July 16.

As with any criminal case the charges
described above are merely accusations
and both defendants are presumed inno-
cent until proven guilty in a court of law.

Scams are ways in which criminals will
attempt to get money from people by con-
tacting them and making up elaborate sto-
ries. In some cases the perpetrators have
tried, sometimes successfully, to use the vic-
tim’s emotions about a loved one in trouble
to get money. It’s common for the perpetra-
tors of these scams to try to get money by
telling people that one of their relatives has
been seriously hurt or is in jail, and that they
need money right away. In many cases they
will pose as a law enforcement official or
another relative to try and convince the vic-
tim that it’s legitimate.

The Sheriff’s Office would like to offer
the following tips to help people avoid
these scams:

If you’re contacted by someone you
don’t know asking for money, for any rea-
son, that’s a signal that it’s most likely a
scam. Additionally if someone you don’t
know contacts you and also asks you to
keep the matter confidential and not tell
anyone, it’s even more suspicious and
most definitely a scam.

Legitimate law enforcement would not
solicit money as an attempt to satisfy a
warrant or avoid prosecution.

If you receive an email about an order
you didn’t place or asking you to send
money call the company using a legiti-
mate number. DO NOT follow the

instructions in the email, click on any
links in the email, or call the number pro-
vided in the email.

If someone asks you to purchase mer-
chandise, transfer money, provide bank
information, or enter a code given to you
by them use caution as it is likely a scam.

Do not meet up with someone that you
don’t know; if you’re asked to do this it is
surely a scam, and it is very dangerous as
well.

If someone calls you and tells you that
a relative has been hurt or is in jail, con-
firm it first before sending any money.
Call other relatives or a legitimate law
enforcement agency for confirmation
before any money is sent. If they’re pos-
ing as a relative, try and contact that rela-
tive for confirmation.

Sending money overseas is especially
risky; use extreme caution.

Ask the person for their call back num-
ber and ask to speak to their supervisor to
confirm the info; if it’s a scam they will
most likely hang up at this point and the
number they give you will be bogus.

If the person is telling you that a loved
one is in the hospital or jail, find out
which one and contact the institution
yourself to confirm.

If a loved one has recently passed away
be wary; in some cases perpetrators have
even preyed on victims by searching
through the obituaries and calling surviv-
ing loved ones. If you get calls from peo-
ple you don’t know soon after someone
passes away, be careful and confirm it
before you send any money.

In some cases someone will call and tell
the victim that they’ve won money, but to
“process the claim” they need to first send
money. Beware this is most definitely a
scam and don’t send any money — you
should never have to pay money to claim
a prize. If it seems too good to be true, it
most likely is.

If there’s any doubt about a phone
call/email/letter you’ve received contact
the Sheriff’s Office before sending
any money.

Scams tend to increase during the holi-
day season, be especially alert for them
during those times.

It is very important to not send any
money to anyone that you don’t know
until you’ve confirmed the situation
through an independent source and feel
comfortable with it. If it’s a scam once
the money is sent it’s very difficult, and
most times impossible, to get it back.

According to Miles of Hope Executive
Director Pari Forood, the campers are in a
safe, nurturing and fun-loving environ-
ment. Through activities that are carefully
organized by the highly skilled staff, the
children are given opportunities to talk
about their individual situations.

“Breast cancer is the common bond for
these children and as with any support
group, this lessens their feelings of isola-
tion, or of feeling different,” she said.

“Having a parent with breast cancer can be
frightening and overwhelming. Many of the
medical procedures like surgery, radiation
and chemotherapy leave a parent absent, ill
and exhausted. Children are sometimes
without the parent they relied on.”

According to Forood, there are also few
resources for these children to experience
something that is about them and
for them.

“It is our belief that through deep listen-
ing and understanding, we will help each
child develop individual strategies for
coping. We also believe that the children
will offer much needed support to one
another,” she said. “The mission of the
camp is to equip each child with coping
tools so that they will leave camp feeling
less isolated and more supported. And
most importantly, that their hearts will
indeed be lightened.”

Hochul announces funding to support education
and support services for children with autism

On June 17, Governor Kathy Hochul
announced capital funding for the
Anderson Center for Autism. The $3 mil-
lion capital funding commitment will
help to rebuild an historic, 11,000-square-
foot carriage house at the Anderson
Center’s Staatsburg campus, and also
address the workforce shortage in educa-
tion, health care and behavioral health.

“As a mom, it is heartbreaking to think
about a child alone, struggling and unable
to get the care and support they need,”
Governor Hochul said. “This funding will
help the Anderson Center for Autism to
continue to provide education, support
and outreach services, as well as help
children with autism build the skills they
need to connect with the world and live
healthy, independent, productive lives.”

The Anderson Center for Autism hosts
a year-round residence and school for
approximately 250 children with moder-
ate to severe symptoms of autism. The
Center also administers education, sup-
port, outreach services and information
aimed at delivering assistance and
increasing opportunities for inclusion for
families, the autism community and pub-
lic organizations. Additionally, the
Anderson Center for Autism provides
professional team administers programs
that comprehensively address each indi-
vidual’s educational, emotional and social
needs in a proactive and positive manner.

The $3 million capital funding will be
used to fully rebuild an historic, 11,000-
square-foot carriage house called
“Dellinwood,” which will be renamed to
“New Dellinwood” upon completion. The
carriage house will house Anderson pro-
grams currently being developed to help
address the workforce shortage in educa-
tion, health care and behavioral health.
The design of New Dellinwood will
include indoor and outdoor multipurpose
training and conference spaces, a trainee
clinical, medical and dental skills practice
rooms and a living classroom for visitors
who want to see what it looks like to cre-
ate an autism supportive environment. In
April 2024, the Anderson Center
launched a fundraising campaign for the
capital improvement project.

The Anderson Center for Autism
Executive Director and CEO Patrick D.
Paul said, “We want to thank Governor
Kathy Hochul for visiting the Anderson
Center for Autism today. We would also
like to thank her for the impactful grant
we received to support the building of
New Dellinwood, a location which will

be instrumental in training professionals
of the future in supporting neurodiverse
and autistic individuals.”

The Anderson Center for Autism
accommodates preschool, children’s and
adult’s services throughout the Hudson
Valley. Anderson Early Learning
Academy is a state approved program that
provides children ages three to five
opportunities to learn in an environment
that is developmentally appropriate and
teaches the skills needed to be successful
in kindergarten. The Center also provides
educational, residential, recreational and
life skills services to child with autism
ages five to 21. Additionally, the Center
provides various adult supportive servic-
es such as the day habilitation program,
the community integration group and a
residential program.

New York State Office of Children and
Family Services Commissioner Dr.
DaMia Harris-Madden said, “By invest-
ing in the rehabilitation of this facility,
there is a resounding message that our
children and families are supported here
in New York State. We thank Governor
Kathy Hochul for having the foresight to
help fund valuable services for our vul-
nerable children, particularly those with
autism. The benefits of this investment
will be evidenced socially, emotionally,
physically, and educationally.”

Retired judge to read Declaration of Independence
during annual 4th of July event in Village of Fishkill

Retired Chief Administrative Judge
Albert M. Rosenblatt will read the
Declaration of Independence during this
year’s annual reading in the village of
Fishkill. The reading will take place at 11
a.m. on July 4th at Van Wyck Village Hall,
1095 Main St.

“When asked, | was delighted to accept
the invitation—a sort of repeat of my hav-
ing done so several years ago,” Rosenblatt
told Southern Dutchess News in a
recent email.

He said, “People know of July and
associate it with our history and independ-
ence, so it is important to remember that it
is in a sense, our national birthday, when
we changed our status as a British

Colonies to American statehoods.”

Rosenblatt explained, “We soon offi-
cially became a state with our own state
constitution in 1777—a full 10 years
before the U.S. Constitution was
drafted in Philadelphia in 1787. So, the
fireworks are fun, and a good spectacle,
but the historic importance should also
be celebrated.”

By reading the Declaration, explained
Rosenblatt, “we gain insight into why we
wanted independence—based largely on
the phrase “taxation without representa-
tion” in that we were taxed but had no

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love to cook

Sure, it’s hot. But it’s summer, so there
you go. It happens every year and still we
can’t help but complain about the heat and
that Hudson Valley humidity. But here’s
an idea: let’s not! Let’s cool off from the
inside out instead and have fun doing it!

It isn’t that | can’t relate. Extreme heat
is not my friend. | sweat — a LOT - and
it’s uncomfortable and unattractive, but
I’ve lived with it all my life and there’s no
getting around it. | don’t have a pool and
| can’t stay inside in the air conditioning
all the time when there are things to do.
It’s just one more thing to deal with and so
I do. | drink tons of water and have a per-
petual pitcher of iced tea always in the
fridge, which helps. A lot. Oh, and some-
times when I’'m watering the plants the
hose “slips.” What?

Of course, heat and humidity make
things unpleasant. Everyday things, like
cooking, can become more a chore to be
dreaded than a creative outlet, but | think
that makes it a challenge to be even more
creative. Change the way you eat as well
as what you eat, as suggested in my last
article where | wrote about tapas and the
delight that is small plates of various
foods rather than a big, heavy meal. Make
salads or sandwiches the main course,
avoid the oven whenever possible and
grill what you can. And don’t forget all

those good, fresh, local vegetables!

But let’s talk salads. Think they’re bor-
ing? They don’t have to be. I’ve written
about them before, but there are so many
that I go to this time of year that I’ve only
scratched the surface and have a lot more
to share, like these three. Even if you
don’t think they’re for you | urge you to
keep an open mind because | think there’s
something here for everyone. At the very
least, | think you can find some inspira-
tion for your summer eating.

ARUGULA SALAD

Let’s start simple, and | mean really
simple. I love this one as a perfect side or
very light meal. With few ingredients, all
of which are healthy, the flavors both
complement each other and shine
through. You get the peppery notes of the
greens, the bright tang of lemon, fruity
notes form the olive oil and creamy salti-
ness from the cheese. It’s just right!

INGREDIENTS

Baby arugula (about 2 handfuls
per person)

Extra virgin olive oil (make it a good

METHOD
Place clean arugula in a bowl. Drizzle
with olive oil. Toss to coat. Add lemon
juice, shaved parmesan and a pinch of salt
and pepper, if you like. Toss and serve
immediately.

CHICKEN PASTA
SALAD WITH FETA

If you like a little more substance in
your salad, use pasta! This is a favorite
I’ve made for years. It’s a flavorful, well-
balanced blend of sweet onion, cherry
tomatoes (I love the on-the-vine variety,
which are especially sweet), fresh basil,
feta and grilled chicken tossed with penne
pasta and a fruity olive oil for a light yet
satisfying dinner.

INGREDIENTS

1/2-1 Ib cooked penne pasta

1/2 large sweet (Vidallia) onion, finely
chopped

Halved cherry tomatoes (about 2 cups)

Fresh basil (12-14 leaves)

Feta cheese

Olive oil

1/2 cup mayonnaise

Salt and pepper to taste

Grilled chicken, cut into 1-inch pieces

METHOD

Place pasta in a large bowl. Add onion,
tomatoes, olive oil and mayo and toss to
coat. Stack several basil leaves on a cut-
ting board and roll into tiny cigars, then
slice into thin ribbons (chiffonade). Add
to pasta. Season with salt and pepper. Mix
in chicken and crumbled feta cheese.
Serve warm or cold.

CHEF SALAD

This is great because you can build to
suit. Especially good for a family, you can
easily customize each one. Kids will also
like assembling their own from different
ingredients you provide and set out in
bowls for them to add. Start with a bed of
whatever greens you like. Mesclun is
always a good, attractive and tasty choice;

but for fussier tastes, mix chopped iceberg,
romaine, leaf or Boston lettuce. Baby
spinach and arugula are always good, too.
What really makes this a (literally) cool
meal is the inclusion of meat and cheese.
The easiest way | know to do this (and
kids love this, too!) is to lay out a few long
slices of deli-sliced Swiss cheese, top each
one with slices of roast beef, turkey and
deli ham. Starting at one (long) end, roll
each stack of meat and cheese into a cylin-
der, then slice each roll into 5 or 6 pieces.
Fan the pieces on top of the lettuce, add
fresh vegetables (grape tomatoes, cucum-
ber slices, bell pepper, onion, shredded
carrots, sliced mushrooms, radishes, peas,
even grilled corn off the cob). I love to add
croutons, too. Top with your favorite
dressing and dig in.

Preparing and eating summer meals
doesn’t have to be a chore. | know it isn’t
realistic to think you can live on salad
alone, but for those nights when you just
can’t bear the heat, salads can’t be beat.
Make a salad for dinner or take one along
to your next get together without working
up a sweat and everyone will thank you
for it. Take advantage of all the local pro-
duce you can find and have some fun cre-
ating. Summertime should be playtime,
after all. While you’re at it, why not
reward yourself for how good you’re
doing with a frozen cocktail before and,
of course, a lovely bowl of ice cream
after. Although, if you want to skip to ice
cream, | won’t tell! Whatever keeps you
cool and happy, inside and out! Enjoy!

Leon Vehaba was looking for a chal-
lenge, as if managing the Poughkeepsie
Farm Project for many years wasn’t chal-
lenging enough. When a couple of angel
investors with a strong interest in agricul-
ture approached him about revitalizing
Cornell Farm in LaGrange, Leon was all
in. He was given free rein to wrestle the
170-acre farm into the 21st century.
Cornell Farm, no relation to Cornell
University that | know of, has been
farmed continuously since 1788, but the
last several decades of hay-making had
exhausted the soil.

Leon’s first challenge was to regenerate
the soil by planting cover crops, adding
manure and organic compost and letting
2,000 chickens loose on the property. That
was in 2019. Now the soil of the new
Titusville Farm is as rich as it had been for
thousands of years, along the banks of the
Wappingers Creek.

Sue and | got a chance to catch up with
Leon at the farm last Tuesday. The opera-
tion is in full swing, growing every kind
of vegetable imaginable, even eggplant.
We saw four high tunnels, each 34 by 180
feet with roll-up sides and roof vents.
These are for vegetables, especially toma-
toes, that will extend the season through
October. Four more plastic-covered high
tunnels are planned for winter crops — let-
tuce, spinach, and maybe beets and car-
rots. The year-round production helps to
retain the valuable crew. An apple orchard
laid out in the modern high-density style
will yield a crop for a future cidery. White
plastic ground cover is ready for a pick-
your-own organic strawberry patch.

Maybe the most impressive part of the
operation, especially for Sue, is the exten-

sive flower garden managed by Leslie
Lewis, featuring varieties for cutting —
snapdragons, cosmos, zinnias, and in the
high tunnels — lisianthus and chrysanthe-
mums. | asked Leslie if she grew up on a
farm, and she said her ancestors were coal
miners in southern Ohio. She’s a coal
miner’s great-granddaughter.

The farm spans both sides of
Titusville Road. The east side is home
to 2,000+ chickens — novogens, pas-
ture-raised and fed organic grain when
they’re not pecking food from the 70-
acre pasture. Their outsized coops are
moved around every day.

Titusville Farm is a member of three
farmers markets — Cold Spring (Saturday
mornings), Pelham in Westchester County
(Sundays 9:30 am. to 1 p.m.) and
Eastdale in Poughkeepsie (every first and
third Sunday, 9 a.m. to 2 p.m.). I’m told
that the Eastdale Market is the best for
fresh eggs and flowers.

Leon has big plans for the future of
Titusville Farm, and if his progress so far
is any indication, he should be successful.
According to the website, the year-round
farm market and cafe will open this year,
with the cidery and restaurant to follow in
2025. However, various permitting
processes have thrown a spanner in the
works. The farm market and cidery are
“on hold,” and the restaurant might never
open. Meanwhile, the farm’s backers have
opened Kitchen & Coffee in Beacon and
another  restaurant,  The  Wild,
is planned.

Sue and | asked Leon about biodiversi-
ty. He replied with a laugh, “This place is
probably more biodiverse than it should
be.” And he is surrounded by beauty

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Local Girl Scout’s ‘Sew Kind’
project earns Gold Award

The Gold Award is the highest award a
Girl Scout can earn. Beekman resident
Gabriella Rado, 18, received her Gold
Award recently during a ceremony held at
Mount Saint Mary College in Newburgh,
Orange County. She received her award
two hours after receiving her high
school diploma from John F. Kennedy
Catholic Preparatory School in Somers,
Westchester County.

“Receiving the Gold Award was a great
honor, and the best part was learning
about all the other wonderful Gold Award
projects that my fellow Girl Scouts have
put in place. Working on Sew Kind has
been a tremendous amount of work, so it
was wonderful to be recognized,”
remarked Gabriella.

“Sew Kind was officially approved and
recognized by the Girl Scout Gold Award
Committee as an official Gold Award
Project in September 2023. Its Founder,
Gabriella Rado, is an Ambassador Girl
Scout, who is pursuing this award. The
Gold Award is the highest achievement
for Girl Scouts in the United States, simi-
lar in status to that of Eagle Scout for Boy
Scouts, although not as commonly
known. Only about five percent of eligi-
ble Girl Scouts successfully earn this
award. A Gold Award project must pro-
vide lasting solutions to issues and/or
problems in the community. It must also

prove to be sustainable and carry on long
after the Girl Scout is no longer directly
involved,” it was stated.

Gabriella is with the New Oaks Service
Unit, which is part of Girl Scouts Heart of
the Hudson.

“l am a senior Ambassador Girl Scout.
My last troop dissolved during the pan-
demic, and I truly missed being a Girl
Scout. That’s when I began Sew Kind and
then it was suggested that | rejoin and use
this project to pursue my Gold Award. |
am a Juliette Girl Scout, which means |
am working independently. My mom is
my leader,” Gabriella explained.

Gabriella’s slogan is “Solving Problems
One Stitch at a Time.”

The organization’s mission, it was
noted, is to “foster an interest in the engi-
neering of sewing by teaching children
who might not otherwise have the oppor-
tunity to learn and to spread kindness by
creating sustainable items that fill a
local need.”

Children who attend the Boys and Girls
Club in the City of Newburgh and in the
City of Poughkeepsie during its Saturday
night Star Drop-In program are learning
how to sew from Gabriella. The gift of
sewing, it was remareked, has been
passed on to other students. Gabriella gift-
ed at least 4 sewing machines so they can
practice and teach others.

Wilantewicz, for suggesting that | pursue
my Gold Award. | would also like to
thank my Gold Award advisor, Debbie
Fela, who taught me to sew, my entire
team of sewers, my supporters for their
donations as well as the Knights of
Columbus,” said Gabriella.

Of course, | am so
proud of her and all she has done for oth-
ers. | was thrilled that Senator Rob
Rolison and his staff were kind enough to
take the time to sit down with her and
learn more about her project. | hope she
can keep the project going as she moves
on to college.”
